In accordance with the requirements of the Public Sector Management Act 1995 and 
section 38 of the Natural Resources Management Act 2004, I have pleasure in 
presenting the annual report of the South Australian Arid Lands Natural Resources 
Management Board for the year ended 30 June 2006. 
 
This report covers the first full operating year of the Board.  The transition period of 
the new legislation has resulted in a flurry of activity for the SAAL Board in its 
inaugural year. The appointment of a General Manager, development of protocols 
and policies that guide the Board’s operations and the understanding of the Board’s 
Statutory Responsibilities have been some of the challenges that the board has 
faced. This has occurred while the ongoing management of the current Investment 
Strategy has been undertaken by the Staff of the Board. 
 
Ongoing development of the Regional Group Structure continues and is a priority for 
the Board to finalise so that community input and local knowledge will assist the 
Board in making the crucial decisions necessary to implement best practice Natural 
Resource Management for the region. 
 
The Board has been involved in several programs with cross region and state 
boundary issues. Representatives of the Board have been engaged in the Great 
Artesian Basin Consultative Committee, the Lake Eyre Basin Community Advisory 
Committee and large feral animal control with interstate counterparts. The Board’s 
Initial Plan has been completed and work is starting on the Comprehensive Plan 
which will guide the Board in its planning, and investment for the next ten years.  
 
In closing I would to acknowledge the skills and commitment of the Board members 
including the Australian and State Government representatives who have all worked 
cohesively together to manage the business of the Board and also acknowledge the 
extensive work of the staff, operating sometimes in the harsh and remote areas of 
the region delivering Natural Resource Management. 
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I commend this report to you and look forward to a new year of achievement building 
on the solid foundation created by community, staff, board and governments.

The SAAL NRM board has a number of highlights associated with its first full year of 
operations. 
• Employment of all staff and finalisation of HR transition from previous 

arrangements. 
• Completion and adoption of the Initial Plan for the board, including the first 

catchment water management plan for the region. 
• Establishment and gazettal of District Group areas across the region after 

considerable community input. 
• The finalisation and transition of previous arrangements in the region involving 

the Catchment Water Management Boards and Soil Conservation Boards. 
 

The on-ground works that the board has been able to implement in this year have all 
been funded through the development and adoption of the Board’s first Investment 
Strategy accessing over $2.4 million in Natural Heritage Trust funds.  These have 
been supported by the considerable commitment of the regions Community and 
project highlights include: 
 
• The removal of date palms from Dalhousie Springs, protecting these unique and 

valuable habitats. 
• The involvement of pastoral station managers and the community in work with 

our amazing wildlife including the marsupial mole, Ampurta and the threatened 
Thick Billed Grass Wren. 

• The protection of environmentally and culturally significant waterholes in the 
Flinders Ranges. 

• Using a new landscape mapping technique with pastoralists to get a better 
understanding of the values held by and the management techniques 
implemented in the Stony Plains Bioregion. 

• 9000 hectares searched and treated for wheel cactus and prickly pear by the 
Blinman and Parachilna progress association supported by the board. 

• The reintroduction of numbats to Outback SA through the Arid Recovery Project 
and, 

• Over 5000 rabbit warrens treated in the North Flinders Ranges as part of the 
Rangelands Action Project. 
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INTRODUCTION 
 
OBJECT OF THE NATURAL RESOURCES MANAGEMENT ACT  
 
The objects of this Act include assisting in the achievement of ecologically 

sustainable development in the State by establishing an integrated scheme to 
promote the use and management of natural resources in a manner that— 
     (a) recognises and protects the intrinsic values of natural resources; and 
     (b) seeks to protect biological diversity and, insofar as is reasonably 

practicable, to support and encourage the restoration or rehabilitation 
of ecological systems and processes that have been lost or degraded; 
and 

     (c) provides for the protection and management of catchments and the 
sustainable use of land and water resources and, insofar as is 
reasonably practicable, seeks to enhance and restore or rehabilitate 
land and water resources that have been degraded; and 

     (d) seeks to support sustainable primary and other economic production 
systems with particular reference to the value of agriculture and 
mining activities to the economy of the State; and 

     (e) provides for the prevention or control of impacts caused by pest 
species of animals and plants that may have an adverse effect on the 
environment, primary production or the community; and 

     (f) promotes educational initiatives and provides support mechanisms to 
increase the capacity of people to be involved in the management of 
natural resources. 

 
 
 
ADMINISTRATION OF THE ACT 
 
The Act is under the control of the Minister administering the Natural Resources 
Management Act 2004.   
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SA ARID LANDS NRM BOARD AND ITS ACTIVITIES 
 
 
FUNCTIONS OF THE SA ARID LANDS NRM BOARD 
 
Section 29 of the Natural Resources Management Act describes the functions of the 
SA Arid Lands Natural Resources Management Board. 
 
(1) The functions of a regional NRM board are— 

     (a) to undertake an active role with respect to the management of natural 
resources within its region; and 

     (b)     — 
     (i)  to prepare a regional NRM plan in accordance with this Act; 

and 
     (ii) to implement that plan; and 
    (iii) to keep the plan under review to ensure that the objects of this 

Act are being achieved; and 
     (c) to promote public awareness and understanding of the importance of 

integrated and sustainable natural resources management within its 
region, to undertake or support educational initiatives with respect to 
natural resources management, and to provide mechanisms to 
increase the capacity of people to implement programs or to take 
other steps to improve the management of natural resources; and 

     (d) to provide advice with respect to the assessment of various activities 
or proposals referred to the board under this or any other Act; and 

     (e) to resolve any issues that may arise between any NRM groups that 
are relevant to the management of natural resources within its region; 
and 

     (f) at the request of the Minister or the NRM Council, or on its own 
initiative, to provide advice on any matter relevant to the condition of 
natural resources within its region, or on the management of those 
resources, to conduct any inquiry or audit, or to provide any other 
advice or report that may be appropriate in the circumstances; and 

     (g) such other functions assigned to the board by the Minister or by or 
under this or any other Act. 

     (2) To avoid doubt, a regional NRM board may act with respect to a particular 
matter despite the fact that the matter may not fall within the scope of its 
regional NRM plan. 

     (3) However, if a regional NRM board acts with respect to a particular matter in 
the circumstances described in subsection (2), the board must furnish a 
report on the matter to the Natural Resources Committee of the Parliament 
(unless the matter is not, in the opinion of the board, significant). 
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     (4) In performing its functions, a regional NRM board should (as far as is 
reasonably practicable) seek to work collaboratively with— 
     (a) the other regional NRM boards whose regions adjoin the region of the 

board; and 
     (b) other State agencies, agencies of the Commonwealth, and agencies 

of the other States and Territories, that have functions that are 
relevant to those of the board; and 

     (c) NRM groups with areas that fall (wholly or partially) within the region 
of the board; and 

     (d) the constituent councils for the region, and other councils as may be 
relevant; and 

     (e) relevant industry, environment and community groups and 
organisations; and 

     (f) persons who own or occupy land within the region of the board 
(insofar as may be relevant). 

     (5) A regional NRM board will, with respect to the performance of its functions, 
report to the Minister. 

     (6) If the Minister assigns a function to a regional NRM board under 
subsection (1)— 
     (a) the Minister must furnish a report on the matter to the Natural 

Resources Committee of the Parliament; and 
     (b) the regional NRM board must cause a statement of the fact of the 

assignment to be published in its next annual report. 
 
 
MEETINGS: GENERAL AND SPECIAL 
 
The Board held six public meetings during the year and has endeavoured to spread 
these throughout the region to assist the community to become involved in NRM.  In 
addition to this at one meeting was accompanied by a Board planning day and 
capacity audit workshop.   
 
 
MEMBERSHIP 
 
Section 25 of the Natural Resources Management Act provides for the appointment 
of the SA Arid Lands Natural Resources Management Board. 
 
The Board comprises 9 members, appointed by the Governor on the 
recommendation of the Minister.  Each of the appointed members of the Board is a 
person who, in the opinion of the Minister, meets the standards stipulated by section 
25 (4) of the Natural Resources Management Act for the appointment of members: 
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   (4) For the purposes of subsection (1), the Minister must (as far as is reasonably 
practicable in the circumstances)— 
     (a) give consideration to nominating persons so as to provide a range of 

knowledge, skills and experience across the following areas: 
     (i) community affairs at the regional level; 
     (ii) primary production or pastoral land management; 
    (iii) soil conservation and land management; 
    (iv) conservation and biodiversity management; 
     (v) water resources management; 
    (vi) business administration; 
    (vii) local government or local government administration; 
   (viii) urban or regional planning; 
    (ix) Aboriginal interest in the land and water, and Aboriginal 

heritage; 
     (x) pest animal and plant control; 
    (xi) natural and social science; 
    (xii) if relevant—coast, estuarine and marine management, 

fisheries or aquaculture; and 
     (b)  nominate persons who are able to demonstrate an interest in ensuring 

the sustainable use and conservation of natural resources and an 
awareness of natural resource issues across the relevant region; and 

     (c) ensure— 
     (i) that a majority of the members of the board reside within the 

relevant region; and 
     (ii) that a majority of the members of the board are engaged in an 

activity related to the management of land. 
     (5) In addition, the Minister must, before finalising his or her nominations for the 

purposes of this section, consult with the designated Ministers. 
     (6) At least 1 member of a regional NRM board must be a woman and at least 1 

member must be a man. 
     (7) At least 1 member of a regional NRM board must be a member or officer of a 

council at the time of his or her appointment, unless— 
     (a) the board's region does not include any part of the area of a council; 

or 
     (b) the Minister cannot, after taking reasonable steps, find a member or 

officer of a council who— 
     (i) in the opinion of the Minister, is suitable to be appointed as a 

member of the board; and 
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     (ii) is willing and available to be a member of the board. 
     (8) The Governor must appoint a suitable member of a regional NRM board to be 

the presiding member of the board. 
     (9) The Governor may appoint a suitable person to be the deputy of a member of 

a regional NRM board. 
    (10) A deputy may act as a member of a regional NRM board during any period of 

absence of the member in relation to whom the deputy has been appointed. 
(11) The Minister may, by instrument in writing, authorise a person or persons to 

attend any meeting of a regional NRM board in order to represent the interests 
of the Commonwealth, the State or local government. 

 
The Presiding Member was appointed on the 16 December 2004 with the remaining 
members of the Board appointed on 14 April 2005 for a term of either two or three 
years as outlined below.

preceding 30 June (and need not provide a report under section 6A of the 
Public Sector Management Act 1995). 

 (2)  The report must— 
     (a) include an assessment of the extent to which the regional NRM board 

has succeeded in implementing its regional NRM plan; and 
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     (b)  include the audited accounts and financial statements of the regional 
NRM board; and 

     (c)  be accompanied by the annual reports of the NRM groups within its 
region; and 

     (d)  include other information required by or under this Act or the 
regulations. 

 
SPECIFIC REPORTS 
 
Section 39 of the Natural Resources Management Act states that: 
     (1) The Minister or the NRM Council may, by written notice to a regional NRM 

board, require the board to provide to the Minister or the NRM Council, within 
a period stated in the notice or at stated intervals, any report or reports 
relating to the performance, exercise or discharge of its functions, powers or 
responsibilities, as the Minister or the NRM Council (as the case may be) 
thinks fit. 

     (2) If a requirement is imposed under subsection (1), the regional NRM board 
must cause a statement of the fact of the imposition of the requirement to be 
published in its next annual report.

Ways in which the functions of the Board affect members of the public 
During the period covered by this report the board had a limited number of policies 
and programs that affected members of the public.  In the longer term the Board has 
a wide-ranging effect on the general public within the region through the delivery of a 
wide range of programs and advice on practices relating to the management of 
Natural Resources within the SA Arid Lands NRM region.  
 
Arrangements that enable the public to participate in the formulation of the 
board’s policies and delivery of functions 
The Board was established with a clear focus on community-based membership and 
these members have a direct impact on the policies of the board.  In addition to this 
the meetings of the board are advertised and open to the public.  The board has also 
commenced a process of open communication with the public within the region, 
highlighting the discussions of the board and inviting any feedback and comment 
from the public.  This approach is supported by legislation that requires consultation.
